Fifty surveys were randomly mailed to landowners/tenants representing
two per township. The surveys were then compiled and summarized into county reports.

Expectation that land rental
rates will remain unchanged
More cash rent than crop share
lease arrangements
More utilization of yield maps 

Most common is 1/3 to the
landowner and 2/3 to the tenant
Landowner typically shares 1/3
cost of fertilizer and some
instances 1/3 of the herbicide
Landowner is responsible for 1/3
cost of crop insurance and
receives 1/3 of the crop
insurance proceeds and gov’t
program payments

Typical grazing period from May 1 to November 1, rainfall received dictates grazing season
Average stocking rate of 10.5 acres per cow-calf pair depending on available forage and cow
size
Most common arrangement for fence repair is the landowner furnishes the materials and the
tenant supplies the labor
Tenant is commonly responsible for maintaining the water supply, ponds and wells are the
most commonly used
Most commonly the tenant is responsible for weed control
Eastern redcedar trees are being removed and tree seedlings are being cut and chemically
treated
