
Kansas Farm Management Association (KFMA) Photo Contest Rules 

• Participants may submit up to one (1) photo. 

Photographer Eligibility: 

• Photos may only be submitted by the original photographer. 

• Amateur and professional photographers of all ages may enter the contest; however, the 

photographer cannot have been, and may not be, paid in any way for the photo entered 

in the contest beyond the potential winnings of this contest. 

• The photographer must be a member of the KFMA. 

• Employees of KFMA and their immediate families are not eligible to participate in the 

contest. 

Photo Eligibility: 

• All photos must be submitted in JPG format by digital upload. 

• Photos cannot have been, and may not be, entered in any other contest. 

• Any photo showing compromising farm safety will not be allowed in the contest. 

• Photos submitted must be taken within the state of Kansas and on the photographer’s 

own operation. 

• KFMA reserves the right to disqualify photos for any reason. 

• Winners of the contest will be notified via email. 

• All photos become the property of KFMA and may be used in printed or online KFMA 

materials. Photo credit will be given to the photographer when possible. KFMA may, 

without offering any consideration to or obtaining the permission of its submitter, use 

any such photograph for any purpose. 

• By submitting a photo that includes human subjects, the photographer is indicating they 

have obtained full permission from those subjects for the photograph to be used by 

KFMA.  

• By submitting a photo that includes any local business logos or paraphernalia, the 

photographer is indicating they have obtained full permission from those subjects for 

the photograph to be used by KFMA. 

Prize Details: 

• The following prizes will be awarded to the top three selected photos: 
o 1st Prize: Up to $250 credit toward registration at any one KSU agricultural conference 

(any location within Kansas) 
o 2nd Prize: Up to $150 credit toward registration at any one KSU agricultural conference 

(any location within Kansas) 
o 3rd Prize: Up to $100 credit toward registration at any one KSU agricultural conference 

(any location within Kansas) 

• Credit can be used toward one conference. If the chosen conference registration costs less than 
the prize amount, the unused portion of the credit will be forfeited.
